Sealed tenders are invited for the VHR hostel by the undersigned up to 15-09-2019, till 4:00 PM from registered agencies / firms / companies /cooperatives having the relevant experience of providing the operational service for running of the hostel mess for around 300 students on a fixed cost basis per student per month for providing meals as per Annexure-III. The details of tender documents along with terms and conditions may be downloaded from the Institute’s website i.e.  http://www.gcekbpatna.ac.in and can be submitted by Registered / Speed Post  along with Demand Draft of  Rs 1,050/- (towards the cost of tender paper inclusive of GST) (Non refundable) in favor of “Principal Government College of Engineering Kalahandi”, payable at Bhawanipatna  drawn  on  any  Nationalized  Bank.  Technical Bid will be opened on 16/09/2019 at 02:30 PM and Financial Bid will be opened on 16/09/2019 at 4.00PM in the presence of the authorized representative of bidders & the “Tender Committee”. The undersigned reserves the right to extend the date and accept or reject the tenders without assigning any reason thereof.

Terms &Conditions & Instructions
1. The tender documents are of fifteen (15) pages. 

2. The rates quoted should be inclusive of all taxes and tax amount should be shown separately in Invoice/ Bill. 
3. TDS as applicable on date will be deducted from the monthly bill of the Bidder. 

4. Mess service should be provided at the dining hall of assigned hostel separately, without any extra charge. 

5. Terms of Payment: The bidder will get the minimum mess bill for a period of 18 days from each boarder on a full month mess bill. Actual mess bill with invoice along with the bio-metric attendance of each boarder is to be submitted in the office of the undersigned in every month. Monthly payment to the Bidder will be made after due verification and certification by Superintendent / Asst. Superintendent of the concerned hostel. Biometric Attendance machine should be supplied by the bidder. 
6.  GCEK, Bhawanipatna reserves the right to reject the service, if found not satisfactory or not of the desired quality food and services rendered by the bidder. Decision of the                         “Hostel Committee”, GCEK, Bhawanipatna will be final for any such case.

7. Tender documents can be downloaded from the institute’s website i.e. http://www.gcekbpatna.ac.in and should be submitted to the office of the undersigned on or before  15/09/2019 by 4:00 PM either by Registered / speed post with a Demand Draft of Rs 1,050/-  (Non refundable) in favor of the “Principal Government College of Engineering Kalahandi”, payable at Bhawanipatna.

8. Postal delay will not be considered and the Tender received after the schedule date and time will be rejected.

9. EMD of Rs1,00,000/- (One Lakh) only (refundable) to be enclosed, in the  form  of DD drawn in favour of “The Principal, Government College of Engineering Kalahandi”, payable at Bhawanipatna.

10. EMD may be forfeited in case of non-completion / part completion /delayed completion of services unless written permission obtained from the undersigned.  

11. From time to time and as and when required the Hostel Committee will review the quantity and quality of food and mess services. On the recommendation of the Hostel Committee, the undersigned will serve the notice to the bidder to improve the quantity and quality of food and mess services. Despite service of two such notices, if the bidder does not improve the quantity and quality of food and services, the undersigned may issue a show cause notice for cancellation of the contract. If the reply to the show cause notice is not satisfactory, then the undersigned may cancel / terminate the contract without assigning any reason thereof.   

12. No escalation in respect of materials, labour, freight service etc. will be allowed in any stage after signed the contract documents.   
13. Bidder should install the inverter power supply in dining and kitchen rooms. 

14. Insect Killer (2 nos.) should be installed by the bidder. 

15. The bidder should install fire extinguisher in kitchen and dining area.
16. The bids shall be submitted in two parts, i.e. (i) Technical Bid  (ii) Financial Bid
17. Technical bid should contain the following. 

a) Filled up Annexure-I, indicating papers regarding the registration of Proprietorship / Ownership as Mess / Canteen  
b) Brief Bio- data of the firm, having relevant information.  
c) Balance-sheet of the firm duly attested by the Chartered Accountant for the last                  03 financial years showing the minimum annual turnover of the firm should be                Rs 30,00,000 /-  (Thirty Lakhs only),  in any one of the financial year.  

d) IT Return of last 03 years of the firm. 

e) GST Clearance Certificate of the firm at the time of the submission of the tender. 
f) The IT return of the bidder should match with his balance sheet for the last two years. 

g) Service Tax Registration Certificate. 

h) GST Registration Certificate. The bidder must have registered as catering service provider under the OVAT Act. 

i) Labour Registration Certificate of the bidder with Office / Branch Office within the district of Kalahandi.  

j) Photocopy of PAN card, Voter Card and Aadhaar Card of the Bidder.   

k) Proof of work experience (Experience of providing mess / canteen services at reputed Educational Institutions will be given more weightage ). Minimum one year experience is required for submission of the tender.    
l) The EMD of Rs 1,00,000/-(One Lakh) only in the form of Demand Draft / Banker’s Cheque payable at Bhawanipatna.  
m) Photo Copy showing the EPF / ESI proof. Provide a copy showing the labourers engaged in earlier catering / mess / canteen services with their EPF deposited amount and Registration Number.  

n)  The Bidder should furnish his/her “Police Record” of last one year.
o) The Bidder should provide the bio-data and identity proof of each of the engaged man power in rendering the service.  

p) Bank Solvency Certificate of the firm / person / bidder. 
q) No undertaking will be considered at the time of opening the bid.


The above should be kept in an envelope super-scribed as “Technical Bid for Mess Service at VHR GCE*. 
18. Financial bid should contain completely filled up Annexure II of the firm for the items stated therein. The sealed Envelope should be super-scribed as “Financial Bid for the Mess Service at VHR. The price quoted for item No: 02 & 03 of Annexure –II, shall not be the deciding factor for finalization of the Tender.
19. The name and address of the Bidder should be clearly mentioned in the envelope of the technical and financial bids.  
20. The above two bids viz. Technical & Financial bid must be signed & sealed by the bidder and should be kept in a separate big envelope super-scribed as “Bid for providing Mess Services VHR, GCEK, Bhawanipatna” vide Tender No.The “Technical Bid” shall be opened by the Tender Committee on 16-09-2019 at 02:30 PM in the Office of the undersigned. The “Financial Bids” of the successful bidder of the technical bid shall be opened on the same day i.e. on 16-09-2019 at 04:00 PM by the Tender Committee in the office of the undersigned. 

21. The firms registered outside state of Odisha participating in the bidding process should 

have a branch office inside District Kalahandi, Odisha. The proof of the branch office 

and address must be enclosed in the technical bid. The bidders should quote their offer 

/rates in clear terms without ambiguity.
22.  The rates should be quoted both in figures and words and legibly written without any 

    over-writings. In case of any correction, the same must be attested by the bidder with    

full signature.  
23.  In case of any discrepancy between the rates in figures and that in words, the rate in 


words will be accepted. 
24.  In case the last date for the bid is declared a holiday for GCEK, Bhawanipatna, then the 

bids will be received up to the given time on the 
next working day.

25.
The Technical bid should contain the documents as mentioned in Sl. No.17. The Financial bid - should contain the documents as mentioned in Sl. No. 18.  
26. The Bidders themselves may attend the bid opening meeting or may send their 
authorized representative with authorization letter and  ID proof to attend the bid 
opening meeting, if they so desire. 

27. If a Bidder has participated in more than one hostel mess bidding process, and qualified in all the bidding process, the work order will be issued in his / her favour in any one of the hostel mess only. In such case, the decision of the “Tender Committee” is binding    and final.  
28. The bidder has to sign in full at all pages of the bid documents and a bidder who submits 
more than one bid for a hostel shall be disqualified. 
29. The members of the “Tender Committee” will be declared prior to the opening of 
both the bid document.  
30. The “Hostel Committee” is consisting of the following members

1. Principal, GCEK, Bhawanipatna 

2. Warden of Hostels, Superintendents, Assistant Superintendents of all the hostels of GCEK, Bhawanipatna
3. PIC (Administration)
4. PIC (Accounts)

31. The contract is for ONE year only. 
32. The bio-metric attendance device shall be supplied and installed by the bidder in the 
respective hostel.
33. The bidder should install energy meter in kitchen, store room or any other rooms used by          
the bidders and should pay Electricity bill monthly. 

34. Sample menu (Annexure-III) is attached with this document. Hostel Committee can 
change the menu in consultation with the Bidder. Menu can be changed, to suit the 
availability of seasonal vegetables and their market supply.  
35. Hygiene, overall cleanliness of surrounding, kitchen and the food, raw materials, 
ingredients etc. should be of good quality. Clean, fresh, nutritious, hygienic and edible 
food has to be served. Any type of stale food shall not be served.

36. Food / any other item should not be served inside the room of hostel inmates unless in 
exceptional cases or ill health on directives of Superintendent/Asst. Superintendent 
/Supervisor. 
37. If the mess management is not up to the mark or the quality of the food is below 
standard or unhealthy or unhygienic, the Hostel Committee is empowered to 
terminate 
the contract with a short notice of one week. The “Hostel Committee” opinion is final 
so far as the food quantity / quality & mess service are concerned. 
38. Cooking medium should be branded oil / ghee as brand mentioned in Annexure III. 
Substandard material & other oil /ghee must not be used. 
39. Bidder shall provide light food such as Khichidi /Bread-Milk /Fruits / Biscuit to the sick 
student(s) during his / her sickness period and no extra charge will be paid for the 
same. 
40. Milk shall be served at night as per requirement with permission of 
Superintendent/Asst. Superintendent at the approved rate. 
41. Bidder shall be solely responsible in case of food poisoning etc. and shall bear the 
complete expenditure arising out of this for medical treatment of the hostel inmates. 
Penalty may be imposed on the Bidder as decided by the hostel warden/ Superintendent/Asst. Superintendent for such incidence(s).

42. Bidder has to collect the guest food bill directly from the students / guests, if any. 

43. Artificial color/flavor should not be used.
44. In case of poor food quality alternative arrangement has to be made by the caterer with 
the permission of Superintendent/Asst. Superintendent. More than 03 such cases in a month will lead to fine of Rs 20, 000(Twenty thousand only) to the mess service provider.
45. If “Hostel Committee” agrees that certain meal was not cooked properly then a fine of 
Rs. 500/- would be imposed on the bidder. More than 03 such cases in a month will lead to fine of Rs 5, 000 (Five thousand only) to the mess service provider.

46. If food for any meal is not ready within timings of mess and waiting time is more that 25 
minutes then a fine of Rs. 500 (five hundred only) per day would be imposed on bidder.

47. Changes in menu without permission of mess committee would result in a fine of 
Rs.2000 (Two thousand only) per day on the bidder.

48. All the utensils, vegetable cutting machine, wet grinder, cooking burners, steam 
cooking, mixer grinder, cold storage etc. will have to be provided by the bidder. 

49. The maintenance of safety, healthy and hygienic conditions in and around the mess / 
kitchen will be the sole responsibility of the Bidder. In case the bidder has fails to 
maintain the cleanliness, the Warden/Superintendent /Asst. Superintendent reserves the 
right to 
suggest / instruct regarding this and the expenditure towards the cleanliness as 
suggested has to be borne by the Bidder. 

50. All the mess workers must be male with proper uniform. The Bidder and his workers must behave politely with 
hostel inmates. The bidder has to provide the uniform materials to the workers. The 
workers should wear the uniform provided by the bidders during the work schedule. 
51. Smoking / drinking liquor /chewing of tobacco etc. are strictly prohibited in the Hostel 
Premises. No workers are allowed to take such things inside the hostel premises, and 
in 
case of violation of this guidance, the contract may be terminated.

52. One month prior notice is required on either side for the termination of the contract 
service if such a condition arises during the contract period. 

53. Mess workers and cook should be healthy and medically fit. They are required to have 
a regular checkup. If any mess worker is found medically unfit, he may not be given 
permission to continue in his duties and mess Bidder has to replace him
immediately without fail with intimation to the authority. 
54. The mess utensils are to be cleaned with hot water using detergent powder/soap after 
every meal. In case of violation, the bidder will be penalized to the extent of Rs 500/- 
per day. 
55. Mess Bidder or his representative manager is required to remain present in the mess 
when the food is served in the mess. 

56. All the items to be served in the mess shall be prepared preferably in the mess. 

57. Monthly payment to the Bidder will be made by the office of the undersigned after the submission of actual mess bill by the Bidder and its verification 
by the concerned Warden/Superintendent/Asst. Superintendent.

58. Bidder is required to deposit an amount of Rs 2, 50,000/- ( Rupees Two Lakhs and Fifty 
Thousand)  only in the form of Account Payee D.D / Bankers Cheque drawn in favour 
of “Principal, 
Government College of Engineering Kalahandi”,payable at 
Bhawanipatna, towards security deposit at the time of award of contract within 
stipulated time if his / her offer is accepted. In case of premature termination of the 
contract by either side, the security 
deposit shall be forfeited. 
59. The Bidder is required to maintain the details of all his employees / mess workers. 
This information along with their ID Proof shall be submitted to the 
Warden/Superintendent/Asst. Superintendent for record. 
60. Liability / responsibility in case of any accident causing injury/ death to mess worker/s 
or any of his / her staff shall be of the Bidder. The Hostel Section / Institute authority 
shall not be responsible in any cases. 

61. The Bidder shall not employ any mess worker whose track record is not good. The bidder should submit a certificate certifying the tract record of the engaged workers at the time of signing of contract. 
62. Guest mess charges shall be decided by the Hostel committee. 
63 The Bidder has to follow the law of the land in employing the mess workers. The 
bidder shall be solely responsible for any dispute / violation of any law / rules.  

64. Electricity charge as per actual will be deducted from the Bidder’s mess bill after due 
calculations as per rule.
65. The undersigned will be final and binding to the Bidder in case of any dispute 
arising out 
with respect to the terms and conditions of this contract. 

66. Bidder shall enter into an agreement for execution of this contract as per prevalent 
rules and regulations of Government and shall bear full cost for the same. 
67. Any dispute arising out of this contract will be resolved under jurisdiction of court at 
Bhawanipatna, Kalahandi only. 
69. The bidder cannot sublet of vendor. Subletting is not allowed in any manner, if found 
then service will be cancelled without any notice.
70. Any minor repair of the kitchen, dining hall and cleaning area etc has to be done by  
Bidder. 
71. Loss/damage of any hostel property/material given to the bidder (if any) has to be borne 
by the bidder.
72. Penalties for violation of rules. 

· Unavailability of complaint register on the mess counter/discouraging the complaint would lead to a fine of Rs. 500/- for each incidence on the bidder.  

· 10 or more complaints of insects found in any meal, would invite a fine of Rs.10,000/- on the bidder. 

· 10 or more complaints of unclean utensils in a day would lead to a fine of Rs.1000/- per day on the bidder. 

· Fine on any discrepancy (personal hygiene of workers, kitchen area, dining area etc) will lead to fine of Rs.1000/- per day on the bidder. 

· In case of repeated food shortage complaints received from inmates the Warden/Superintendent / Assistant Superintendent may impose fine of Rs 5000/- per day in consultation with the Mess Secretary (inmate’s representative) of concerned hostel.  
 The undersigned reserves the right to reject / cancel the tender at any stage without assigning any reasons thereof.
